Above is a bookmark (bmAuthor) that is filled by your VB application:

Suppose you want to insert the same value into several other places, for example here: Alex Ivanov
Or here: ALEX IVANOV.

And here: Alex Ivanov.

However, in a Word document each bookmark name must be unique, that is you may have only one bookmark with the name “bmAuthor” in the document. Of course, you may add bmAuthor2, bmAuthor3 and so forth, but this is not the best solution. Here the ref fields become handy. The syntax is ref bookmarkname /switches. Right click on any reference fields above and select “Toggle Field Codes” or go to Tools/Options and check the Field Codes box to see how different switches are used here.

Click the button below to change the Author. (If you use Word 2000 and macro security settings are High (default) it will not work. However feel free to examine the code and use it as an example…
